General End of Project Procedures for Funders

As we move towards the end of the financial year and with a number of funding awards
due for completion on or before 31 March thoughts will be focused on evaluating
projects.

Most funders will require an end of project evaluation or report and whilst elements will
be specific to individual funders (including the format) many aspects are generic.

Before you start, read through your original application to check what you said you were
going to do including what outcomes etc you were hoping to achieve.

Look back at your original application to what
you said the aims of your project were. State whether you achieved your aims, and give
any evidence you have.

Born in Ayrshire on 25" January 1759, Robert Burns is Scotland's national bard and the
anniversary of his birth is celebrated across the world through traditional Burns Suppers
So, what happens at a Burns Supper?

Each Burns supper is individual, but the running
order normally goes something like this:

To start i everyone gathers, the host says a few
words, everyone sits and the Selkirk Grace is said.

(chicken and leek) soup is served to start the meal.
